A review was made of the permit to install a fence at 601 School Street which approved with a motion made by Christianson, seconded by Geisler and passed unanimously.
Chris Whitaker with Region XII joined via Zoom to elaborate on questions posed from councilperson Minnehan in the approval of the  water contractual engineering services with ISG.  A motion was made by Minnehan and seconded by Christianson to approve the ISG contract; motion passed without exception.

In the absence of C. Harris, Fire Chief G. Riesdel and councilperson Minnehan discussed the viability of doing structure fire training with the Jefferson fire department on the Murphy and Hose properties.  A motion was made to proceed by Christianson and seconded by Geisler; approved unanimously.

Ordinance 2020-03 amending the Lawn Height specifications was approved in full with a motion by Minnehan and seconded by Christianson.  Approved without exception.
Ordinance 2020-04 Parking for Certain Purposes-Prohibited Recreational Vehicles was tabled for further discussion.
Bid letting for a periodic audit was without exception approved with a motion by Minnehan and seconded by Geisler.  RFP will go out for publication, with review of proposals and awarded on July 3, 2020.
Resolution 2020-14 is unanimously approved for a transfer of funds.  A motion made by Christianson and seconded by Geisler, unanimously approved.

The council discussed specifying issues with utility coverages.  Currently, the council is enforcing every inhabited (not vacant) residence to have a trash receptacle and be held responsible for payment of such.  All occupied homes will have water, garbage, sewer and storm water drainage (not those with septic systems) assessed to utility billings; unless turned off at the curb stop by city due to non-payment.  Properties detected with leaks will be notified and repairs must be made by the owner within thirty (30) days or the city will arrange for repairs and charges will be assessed as a lien against the property owner.  Water meters will only be replaced when non-operational.

Snow plow repairs will be quoted and presented to the council for a decision in July.
Mayor Killeen stated she has the annual performance reviews completed for the maintenance technicians and will present them shortly.  Mayor Killeen provided blank annual performance reviews to all councilpersons for completion on the city clerk/treasurer for presentation in July.  Maintenance technician D. Charlson assumed all Lagoon duties from Xenia as of 06/01/2020 and a motion was made by Minnehan and seconded by Geisler to approve a $1.00 an hour raise effective 06/01/2020 and upon the successful completion of the wastewater testing an additional $1.00 an hours raise.  Passed unanimously.
The annual renewal of SmartCover Systems warranty and service plan was unanimously approved with a motion by Minnehan and seconded by Christianson.
Resolution 2020-15 vacating certain alleyways on the Landus property was approved without exception and Public Hearing date set for July 13, 2020 @ 5p.m. Motion made by Christianson and seconded by Minnehan.
The unapproved invoice received for street repairs was voted on to send to the City Attorney.  Unanimously approved.
A motion was made by Christianson and seconded by Minnehan to adjourn at 6:25 p.m.
